The parties have agreed on a proposed class action seftlemant of certain claims agalnst LPI for allegedly requesting and/
or requiring Plaintiff and similarly situated members of the Class to provide LP] with personal Identification information in
connection with a credit card transaction in viclation of California Civil Code Section 1747.08(a) between November 9,
2002 and July 17, 2007 (the "Class Period”). The Action Is pending In the Supericr Court of the State of California for the
Courty of San Dlsgo (Einch v. Lamps Plug, Inc,, Case No. GIC 875385). Perscnal identification Information Is Information
concarning the cardholder other than Information set forth on the card, such as address and telephone number, Plaintiff
alleges that LP1 unlawiully requested and/or required this information from the members of the Class. LP! denies this

claim,

This Notica advises you of your rights with respect to the proposed settlement and the scheduling of a hearing by the
Court to determine whether to approve the satifement. This Notice s not an expression of any opinion by the Court as to
the merits of any claims or defenses asserted by tha parties in the action.

Members of the Settiement Claas who do not opt out of the settlement (“Settiement Class Members’) and who submit a
valid Claim Form will be entitled to a $16.00 voucher, The voucher is not tranaferable and not stackable and only one
$16.00 voucher can be used per purchase of an LP| product. The voucher can be used to purchase an LP1 product. The
voucher will expire one (1) year from the date of issuance.

i THE SETTLEMENT .
A. On July 17,2007, the setilement was preliminarily approved by the Court and a class was carified for settlemant
purpcses only. As a result of the settlemant and judgment ta be entered, all persons in the Settlement Class who do not
opt out cof the setttement shall conclusively be deemed to have fully, finally and foraver released, relinquished and
discharged the Released Parties from all Released Claims, as dascribed below.
B. As of the dale of Preliminary Approval, LPI shall be enjoined from further requests of any Persanal identification

Information, cther than a zip code, during a credit card transaction and from the use of pre-printed forms containing
spaces for the entry of any Personal identification Information during a credlt card transaction, howevar, this injunction



shalt not apply to LPI's requests for Personal Identification Information in connection with a return of merchandise as such
~ requests are reasonable and proper under Civil Code section 1747.08(c)(4) of the Song-Beverly Credit Card Act of 1971,

as raasonably required for a speclal purpose Incidental to the retum of merchandlss, that purpose belng loss prevention,
fraud, and thef. In connection with any such Iinformation obtained by LPt In connection with a retumn of merchandise, LPI
may only use such information for loss prevention, fraud, and theft purposes, and LPI is further enjoined from maintaining
any such information in @ manner that is not secure, from allowing access to or use of such information except for the
purposes stated herein, from selling, using, or disiributing the information excepl for the purposes stated herein, and from
maintaining the information for a period of time in excess of 12 months after the fast day of the month the information was
initially obtained at the time of the return transaction.

0. CLAIMS PROCEDURE

Any Settlement Class Member who wishes 1o receive a payment under this settlement must complete, sign and
return the Claim Form In & proper and timely fashion. The Claim Form must be sent to the Claims Administrator, clo
Gilardl & Co. P.O. 8ox 8060 San Rafael, CA 94912-8080, via first class U.5. mall, postage pald, postmarked on or before
October 17, 2007. Any Claim Form that is not fully or properly completed, or is net submitted by first class mall, or is
postmarked after the applicable date, or is not properly addressed-or is not signed by the appropriate Settlement Class
Member(s), will nol constitute a valid claim and may be denied. YOU MUST SUBMIT A VALID CLAIM FORM TO
RECEIVE A VOUCHER. If you fall to submit a valid Claim Form, you wilt still be beund by the judgment and tha release
of the Releasad Claims, but you will not receive any voucher. Prior to Issuing a voucher to an Authorized Claimant end
tha occumence of the Effective Date, LPI shali have the right to verify the information on submitted Claim Forms as LPi
may reasonably determine, The verification of Claim Forms will not defay the issuance of any other payment.

. EINAL JUDGMENT AND RELEASES TO BE ENTERED

A. Upon Court approval of the settlement, a judgment wili be entered dismissing with prejudice and fully and finally
settling the action as to Plalntiff and all Settlement Class Members.

B. As a result of the seftlternent and Judgment to be entered, Plaintif and tha Seltlement Class Members and each
of their respeclive heirs, executors, administrators, predecessors, successors, assigns, representativas, agents,
attorneys, and all persons or entities acting or purporting fo act on their behalf, shall conclusively be daemed to have fully,
finally and forever released, relinquished and discharged (a) LPI, and its past, present, and fulure directors, owners,
shareholders, officers, employees, agents, representatives, insurers, attorneys, accourtants, auditors, parents, affiliates,
divisions, assigna, vendors, subsidiaries, predecegsars and successors; and (b} any person or entity who took or used
personal identification information provided to LPI by one or more Setllement Class Members (coliectively, the "Releasad
Parties”) from and against any and all of tha Released Clalms, which are defined as foliows: Any-and all claims, actions,
demands, causes of action, sults, liens, debts, obligations, damages, penalties, statutory penalties, rights or liabilities, of
any nature and description whatsoever, known or unknown, present or future, concealed or hidden, liquidated or
unliquidated, fixed or contingent, anticipated or unanticipated, whether in tort, contract, law, equity or otherwise, that have
baen, could have been or might in the futura be asserted by Plaintiff or the Setilement Class Members or any of their
respective heirs, executors, administrators, predecessors, successors, assigns, agents and/or representatives arising out
of any facts asserted in the Action agalnst the Released Partles and based upon the facts and circumstances glving rise
to the Action. Released Claims Include, but are not limited to, all claimed or unclalmed penalties, statulory penzlties,
compansatory damages, consequential damages, Incidental damages, punitive and exemplary damages, restitution,
interest, costs and fees arising out of any of the claims asserted or that could have been asserted in the Action and based
upon the facts and circumstances giving rise to the Action. Excluded from the Released Claims are: (a) claims relating to
or arising out of any alleged product defect; (b} claims relating to or arising out of a “product warranty;” and (c) claims
otherwise unrelated to or not arising out of any request by LP! for consumers to provide personal identification information
in connection with a credit card transaction in viclation of California Civil Code Section 1747.08(a).

C. In addition, the Settlement Class Members, on behalf of themselves and their respective heirs, executors,
administrators, predecessors, successors, assigns, representatives, agents, atlorneys, and all persons or entities acting
of purporting to act on their behalf, warrant, represent and agree that unknown iosses or claims could possibly exist and
that present losses may have been underestimated in amount or severity. Conseguently, as a result of the seftlement and
judgment to be entered, the Settlement Class Members shall conclusively be deemed to have waived all rights under
California Civil Code Saction 1542, which provides:

A GENERAL RELEASE DOES NOT EXTEND TO CLAIMS WHICH THE CREDITOR DOES NOT KNOW

OR SUSPECT TO EXIST IN HIS OR HER FAVOR AT THE TIME OF EXECUTING THE RELEASES,
WHICH IF KNOWN BY HIM OR HER MUST HAVE MATERIALLY AFFECTED H!S OR HER SETTLEMENT

WITH THE DEBTOR.
